Through all these letters, AIACE had suggested for this enhancement of cess based on selling price of coal, which for all
time to come, will eliminate periodical enhancement of cess based on per tonne of coal production.

Request for enhancement of pension to Pensioners in coal sector

Indian PSUMay 21, 2025

A delegation of AIACE/AICPA led by PK Singh Rathor, Convenor of All India Association of Coal
Pensioners (AICPA) and All India Association of Coal Executives (AIACE) along with Dr, B K Shrivastav
on Tuesday, met G. Kishan Reddy, Union Minister for Coal, for enhancement of pension under CMPS-

1998.

The petition expounded the sufferings of coal pensioners who are surviving on insubstantial pension
and requested immediate intervention of the Ministry of Coal & Mines to sort out the issues plaguing

coal pensioners of CIL and SCCL and about their pitiable condition who have retired long back.

The minister was informed of the plight of poor pensioners, who are on the verge of starvation with the
present pension amount and requested his intervention for accelerated reforms for enhancing their

pension. The meeting ended in a positive note.
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All India Association Of Coal Executives Demands Intervention Of
Secretary, Coal, For Release of June Pension

Copies of the letter have also been marked to Union Coal Minister and SBI Chairman
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The All India Association of Coal Executives (AIACE) has raised serious concern over the non-
disbursement of pension to some retired employees, for the month of June—due to be credited in

July—for retired executives of the coal sector.

In a strongly-worded letter addressed to the Secretary, Ministry of Coal, P.K. Singh Rathore, Principal
General Secretary of AIACE, has demanded immediate intervention to ensure the release of the
pending pension amount. AIACE, representing thousands of former executives from Coal India
Limited and its subsidiaries, termed the delay as “unjustified and distressing” for senior citizens who

depend solely on pension for their livelihood.

The association has also sent copies of the letter to G. Kishan Reddy, Union Minister for Coal &
Mines, and the Chairman of State Bank of India (SBI), urging their attention to resolve the matter

urgently.

AIACE expressed concern that despite repeated follow-ups, the pension credited through SBI has
not been released for many eligible pensioners as of the second week of July. The letter emphasized
that such delays cause undue anxiety and financial hardship for retirees and must be addressed as

a priority.
